SEIZED WHISKY 
SENT OVERSEAS 

ST. LOUI1, Mo. (UP)—Hundreds 
of thousands of dollars worth of 
whisky is on an errand of mercy. 

Black market whisky is going 
from St. Louis to the battlefronts 
of the world to be used for medical 
punposes. 

This t ime the black market prod­
uct will involve no profit; a fifth 
of the best bourbon whisky, which 
brought as high as $10 to $14, is 
free to the Army, and Navy to treat 
Uncle Sam's wounded fighting men. 

The liquor can be obtained by 
any eleemo|yna'ry institution upon 
proper application and payment of 
shipping costs, but most of the re­
cently seized whisky has been ship­
ped to the war fronts. 

The contrsbrand liquor was seized 
by federal slchohol tax agents in 
their drive to stamp out illegal 
liquor runnsrs who at tempt to in­
troduce whisky into the dry states 
of Kansas apd Oklahoma. 

Since the beginning of the war, 
federal agents in Missouri, headed 
by Frank \^. Harpold, investigator 
in charge, hpve seized approximate­
ly 15,000 casts of liquor worth near­
ly $500,000. 

All but about 2,500 cases still held 
in government storage depots here, 
at Cape Girardeau, Joplin, Spring­
field and Kansas City awaiting 
court action have been turned over 
to the armed services. 

As it is rounded up by federal 
agents, the whisky is cached in a 
huge storeroom in the basement 
of the new federal building.

Navy Hospital Builds New Annex 
As Baby Boom Logs 100 a Month 

By ELIZABETH S. CARPENTER 

PHILADELPHIA (UP).—A Navy docfc>r in the maternity 
ward of a hospital here picked up the ph©ne. An excited Ma­
rine was calling from Australia. Was his wife all right? Was 
it a boy? • • > 

The doctor smiled and answered the Navy Relief and pay back. 
yes to both questions. 

That )s the nicest part of the 
job of Lieutenant Commander, 
Dean Sheldon of Sandusky, Ohio, 
who heads the family dispensary in 
the massive Naal hospital here. 

And Dr. Sheldon has quite a 
job for a Navy baby boom is now 
logging more than 100 infants a 
month. That 's why a family annex 
is being built next to the large 
white hospital. This annex which 
should be completed by June will 
have 145 beds, delivery rooms, 
laboratories, and the family dis­
pensary. 

"Two years ago we were having 
only 12 deliveries a month," Dr. 
Sheldon said., "Then last year there 
were 900 new babies. Now that 
number is Increasing to over 100 
a month. 

Cost Runs $50 to $75 
No longer is a floor a t a local 

hospital adequate to care for the 
dependents of the men of the U. S. 
Naval Coast Guard, and Marines. 
And the waiting room of the dis­
pensary in the Navy hospital is get­
t ing crowded with 3,900 patients 
each month. About one-third of 
these patients are materni ty cases. 

The reason for the sudden baby 
boom is nobody's guess. For one 
thing, the Navy's size has sky­
rocketed. Then it may partly be 
caused by the inexpensive treat­
ment which is available. 

There is no charge for the nine 
months of -parental care, averag­
ing a visit every three weeks to 
the dispensary. The cost comes 
with hospital charges. This usually 
runs* from $50 to $75. Enlisted per­
sonnel may borrow the sum from

without interest, over a long period 
of time. 

With the new family annex, hos­
pital costs will be well below the 
present lev«|. And when the price 
goes down, the Navy birth rate 
may go up another notch. Already 
Dr. Sheldon and his five assistant 
doctors are kept busy all day and 
two physici||ns busy all night. 

Can Choose Method 
The Navy doctors administer all 

kinds of deliveries—twilight sleep, j 
continuous ifasual, Caesarean, and 
just a regular delivery. Navy wives 
are allowed to choose—along with 
the doctor's recommendation — the 
type of delivery they prefer. 

It 's the Job of Lieutenant (jg) 
Kathryn Cojtsey of Houston, Texas, 
top nurse at the dispensary, to see 
that Navy Wives reach the hospital 
in time for delivery. So far, not a 
single baby has been delivered in a 
taxicab or a waiting room. 

"I guess Navy babies just wait 
until t ime to report," she laughed. 

I t 's also her job to keep track 
of the hundreds of patients who 
pass througfc the dispensary daily. 
During 194^ the total was 30,000. 
Besides the materni ty cases, about 
one-t«iird of the patients are chil­
dren who w e treated for various 
ailments antf may receive all kinds 
of inoculations. the other third 
are miscellaneous cases with every­
thing from skin rash to appen­
dicitis. 

Normally, many unusual cases 
come through the dispensary, but 
the Navy ntirse chuckled, "so many 
are unusual t ha t nothing seem un­
usual any more."
