Reason

I, Andreas Vornlocker, farmer. Born 21.8.1869 has 1942 due to my high ages in the year to mean enterprise my son Jakob Vornlocker born 10.8.1908 handed over.
With Stalingrad my son Jakob was missed in the year 1942 and I had to again take over the enterprise, despite my high age and partial work limitedness, for the maintenance of the enterprise.
My son Michael Vornlocker born 14.1.1914 at present Uttz. With 4th M.G.Kp.Geb.Jg.Er s.Btl.319 in Taus, was operating leader of its own enterprise. By the military service I had to take over also still this enterprise to aforementioned to management with.
Both businesses together have the size of approximately 31 ha.  (Explanation in the questionnaire supplement 1) I must manage now to the security both yard bearings alone because yes my a son Jakob in Stalingrad was missed and stands my other son Michael in the who service.

As a work powers are available me at the same time:

1.) My daughter Kunigunde Vornlocker.geb.10.21.1907. These 37 year old female assistance strength is only, there partly able to work it by illness (etc. nerve-suffer!) very work is.

2.) My sister-in-law, Kunigunde Hormann, born on 5 November, 1865. Due to her advanced age of 79 years this female laborer cannot be considered as a worker for these two farms. She is fully disabled, and as she is need of help herself, she is worthless as a worker for the main-tenance of both my sons’ property.

3.) Besides this I have a foreign laborer, a French prisoner of war, who can only be considered part-time help.

I cannot expect help from the community, as the owners of the neighboring farms can hardly manage their own farms because they also lack the necessary workers.

As my son Jakob is missing in action, my son Michael, for whom I am requesting reserved-occupation/essential services status, is the one who qualifies as manager for both farms.

In the course of his active duty with the military he has served with the fighting troops in the campaigns in Austria, Sudetenland [today’s Czech Rep.], Poland, France and Russia. 

I am aware that every German national comrade must do his utmost to achieve the Final Victory for Führer, Folk and Fatherland.

However, based on this awareness, and with regard to guaranteeing the national food supply, I can no longer take the responsibility for the fact that because of my work limitations due to my advanced age of 75, both farms no longer deliver the share of the food supply that they could deliver.

As a farmer who inherited his property I must watch with a heavy heart how my once beautiful farm suffers from my own work impairment because my old age makes full cultivation no longer possible.

Also, one cannot demand a sense of responsibility for both farms from a disinterested prisoner of war.

Based on these considerations and the facts described, I feel it is my duty to apply for reserved-occupation/essential services status for my son Michael because as stated by the Führer, maintaining the existence and security of the national food supply is just as decisive for the war as the preservation and advancement of the wartime economy.

I ask for a favorable decision on my essential services application.
