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The Schlaffers emigrated from Germany in 1907, getting married on board the ship. Mrs. Babette Schlaffer was a Vornlocker, as was her brother (child?) Ernst. She listed her home as Burgebrach, her father as Andreas and her brother as Georg of 236 Jefferson Avenue, Brooklyn.
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As a matter of fact, Georg Vornlocker, my great uncle did live at 236 Jefferson Street in 1910 and had a sister named Barbara (Babette) her mother was Barbara so she would have been called Babette - little Barbara. Her father was Peter (Andreas, a brother, was born in 1872 and couldn’t have been her father). She was born 6/7/1878, and this Babette claims to be 29 – on 6/26/1907 she would have just turned 29.

Wolfgang Schlaffer prospered in the USA and owned the Columbia Tile Supply  company in Richmond Hill, Queens, NY on the 1930 census and when he registered for the draft in the 1940’s. They lived in Forest Hills, Queens, NY.
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
